What Technelite is used
for

Technelite is used to show how
certain organs of your body are
functioning, such asthe brain,
thyroid gland, salivary gland, bladder
and blood flow.

Y our doctor may have prescribed
Technelite for another purpose. Ask
your doctor if you have any questions
about why Technelite has been
prescribed for you. If you have any
concerns, you should discuss these
with your doctor.

This medicineis only available with
adoctor's prescription.

What is Technelite

Before you are given
Technelite

Technelite contains the active
ingredient called Sodium
Pertechnetate Tc-99m and belongs to
agroup of medicines called
radiopharmaceutical agents, which
are dl radioactive.

Technelite comes as a generator, that
supplies a radioactive solution, which
can be given to you as an injection,
oral solution, eye drop or by a
catheter into the bladder.

Before you or your child are given
Technelite your doctor will explain
to you the procedure you are about to
undergo, and the radioactive
medicine you will be given. You
must discuss any concerns you have
with your doctor.

Y ou must tell your doctor if you have
alergiesto:

« any other medicines

» any other substances such as
foods, preservatives or dyes

Tell your doctor if you areor plan
to become pregnant.

Like most medicines Techneliteis
not recommended for use during
pregnancy. If thereisaneed to
consider Technelite during your
pregnancy, your doctor will discuss
the benefits and risks of giving it to
you.

Tell your doctor if you are
breastfeeding or plan to
breastfeed.

Like most medicines Techneliteis
not recommended while you are
breastfeeding. However if you are
breastfeeding, formula feedings
should be substituted for
breastfeeding following the
administration of Technelite.

Tell your doctor if you have any
other medical conditions,
especialy if you suffer from kidney
disease.

Taking other medicines

Tell your doctor if you aretaking
any other medicines, including
medicinesthat you buy without a
prescription from phar macy,
super market or health food shop.

How Technelite is given

How much is given

Y our doctor will decide how much
you will be given. This depends on
your condition and other factors,
such as weight.

How it is given

Techneliteis given as an injection
into avein, an oral solution, an eye
drop or by a catheter into the bladder.
Technelite should only be given by a
doctor or nurse that aretrained in
using radiopharmaceutical agents.
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When you are given
Technelite

Things you must do

If you are given Technelite oraly,
you must not eat for at least 6 hours
before and 2 hours after the
procedure.

If Techneliteisgiven to you asan
eye drop, then blowing the nose and
washing the eyes with sterile distilled
water or isotonic sodium chloride
solution will help to reduce the
radioactivity in your body.

Things you must not do

Do not take any other medicines until
advised by your doctor.

Things to be careful of

Do not drive or operate machinery
until you know how Technelite
affectsyou.

Technelite may cause dizziness and
headache in some people. Make sure
you know how you react to
Technelite before you drive a car,
operate machinery or do anything
else that could be dangerousif you
aredizzy.

These are serious side effects for
which you may need urgent medical
treatment.

Do not be alarmed by thislist of
side effects.

Y ou may not experience any of them.

Side effects

Tell your doctor or a nurse as soon
aspossibleif you do not feel well
after being given Technelite.

All medicines have side effects.
Sometimes they are serious, most of
the time they are not. Y ou may need
medical treatment if you get some
side effects.

Tell your doctor or anurse

immediately if you notice any of

the following:

 dlergic reaction - shortness of
breath, wheezing or difficulty
breathing, swelling of the face,
lips, tongue or other parts of the

body, rash, itching or hives on the

skin.
