1. Why am I using 
APO-Duloxetine?

APO-Duloxetine contains the 
active ingredient duloxetine 
hydrochloride.

APO-Duloxetine belongs to a group

of medicines called serotonin and 

noradrenaline reuptake inhibitors 

(SNRIs). SNRIs are believed to 

work by their actions on serotonin 

and noradrenaline in the brain. 

Serotonin and noradrenaline are the 

chemical messengers responsible 

for controlling the psychological 

and painful symptoms of depression

APO-Duloxetine is used to treat:

- Major depressive disorder (MDD)

- Generalized anxiety disorder 

(GAD) - excessive worry.
